If yvou are planning a portrait session you will find these pages loaded with useful
information to help you along your portrait creation journey.

This report will show you some clothing preparation tips, background ideas, posing ideas,
packages, decoration ideas and other valuable information you should know.

First, let’s talk about the different styles of portrait available to you.

Studio Session

The most popular look is what is called the High Key Portrait. This simply means a very
light or white background. This look is very pleasing and flattering. It does work best when
you dress in colours that are lighter, such as whites or pastels.

NOTE: Contrast to what some people believe, high key portraits will not make some

people look “washed out”. When done professionally, it actually produces richer looking
skin tones and is quite flattering.

Another popular look is the Low Key Portrait. This look works best when you dress in
darker tones so the attention goes to the most important part of the portrait - the subject!

Which style works best for you? It's a matter of personal preference. They both work. If you
can’t decide simply dress in clothes that you like (but follow some of the guidelines further
on in this report) and I will create a look once you're at the studio. Some people prefer to
“come as they are” and | can appreciate that.

The Designer Location Session

This is any session created on location. Some spots that are popular are back yards, camp,
local lakes, rivers or parks.
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Studio High Kcy Fortraits

is a lighter look, often a white backdrop.

NOTE: Contrary to what some people believe, high key portraits
will not make some people look “washed out.”
